1. SPOTLESS

Items that are clean and in good condition sell better! Look carefully for
stains/holes and bring freshly laundered clothes. Make sure to clean and
disinfect your non-clothing items as well!

2. SAFE

Important Safety Guidelines apply to car seats, cribs, infant equipment, and toys.
Please refer to the CPSC (https://www.cpsc.gov/Recalls) before selling.

3. SOUND

Shoppers want to have their purchased items in working order when they get
home. Check to make sure pieces/parts aren't missing and that items are in
working order (please include batteries).

4. SORT BY SIZE, TYPE & GENDER

At Munchkin Market, we have our boy and girl clothes organized in different

areas by size. Organize your genders, types, and sizes together and it will make
tagging and putting your items out at the sale much easier. Put your toys
together, maternity clothes together, etc.

Whether you are using safety pins or a tagging gun,
only pierce the inside seam or the garment tag to
% avoid damaging your clothing.

We get a lot of books so price them low! You can
always bundle a couple together as well! We show
rubber bands being used here but you could also use
string or ribbon.

Feel free to Bundle outfits or similar things together
with safety pins! Shoppers love it and you only have
to make one tag! Baby onesies, hats, same size
shirts, same size pants, etc are some ideas of things
you can bundlel!
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3 IMPORTANT: Make sure your tags are SECURELY ATTACHED! We
cannot sell the item if the tag is lost.

Tape boxes/DVD/CD's CLOSED and PROTECT all items with pieces
or loose parts!

Saran wrap/Zip-Lock bags are great tools to
secure puzzles or anything that has smaller
pieces.

Zip-Ties are great for keeping shoes and other
items together. Smaller shoes can also be secured
in zip-lock bags.

SHOE TIP: Magic Erasers clean up scuffs on shoes
amazingly well!

Bundle things together like socks, hair accessories,
costume jewelry, toys, etc. securely in zip-lock bags.
Tape the top seam so items cannot be removed.

CHECK-IN with a MM volunteer at 1:30 PM on Saturday to help sort
remaining unsold items. You must come to the sort even if you are
donating your items after the sale.

Bring a bin labeled with your consignor number if you will be bringing
unsold items home with you. All items during the sort will be placed in your
bin. Consignor numbers will be taped to the wall in order. Just place your
labeled bin under your assigned spot & wait for instructions.

If you didn't already turn in a self-addressed, stamped envelope, bring it
now. This is what we use to send you your check.

If you need childcare please check with the MM coordinator.

At the end of the sale, items that are marked for donation are
distributed to local families in need in two ways:

1. Local families referred by assistance organizations are permitted to select items they need
and take them free of charge.

2. Any items remaining after this shopping experience are donated to local charities. These
charities will then distribute the items throughout the rest of the year to families in need. Some
of the local charities that we partner with are: Choices, Community Partnership, Community
Cupboard, Aspen Mine Center, and local high school counselors (supporting teen moms).
